Students majoring in the following BA programs may not complete a BSc Major in the same subject 

area: Geography, Mathematics, Combined Major in Mathematics and Economics, Psychology, 

Computer Science, Cognitive Systems.  

BA students may not complete a BSc Major or Honours program in Mathematics or Computer Science.
